Objective:  SWBAT:  learn important, key events of Abraham Lincoln’s life.                                     Understand the importance of the Emancipation Proclamation.

Understand how Abraham Lincoln helped to abolish slavery.

Key Terms:  Abraham Lincoln, Emancipation Proclamation, assassination.

Materials: journals, copies of Abraham Lincoln Song, Abraham Lincoln-A Biography

Procedures:  

Have the students brainstorm facts already known on chart paper.
Show class chart of Abraham Lincoln Facts and Trivia.

Students are asked what they think life would be like growing up in a log cabin.

Students then will be taught aspects of Abraham Lincoln’s life (how he grew up, schooling, home life, early jobs, and marriage and family).

Students will be exposed to pictures of the Civil War.

Students will learn Gettysburg song (from Tunes That Teach American History book).  Copies will be handed out.

The class will be taught about the Emancipation Proclamation (Social Studies book).
View pictures of plantations, slaves for working in the field.

Will learn about Lincoln’s assassination.

Learn The Abraham Lincoln Song (copies will be handed out)
Conclusion:  

1.  Students journal important facts learned.

2. Students write what they think the greatest thing Abraham Lincoln did was.

3. In journal write-What would you do if you were president?   What laws would you change and why?  What laws would you make and why?

Evaluation:  Write important facts about Abraham Lincoln on a time-line.
