United States History
Time Required: 45 minutes

Lesson Summary:

The students are going to learn how the French and Indian War changed Britain’s role in North America.
Objectives:

The students are going to learn about The Albany Plan of Union, French and Indian War, The Battle of Quebec, The Treaty of Paris, and the Proclamation of 1763.  The target of this lesson is to try to have the students see how far we will go when a foreign power is trying to take over our land, and the tactics tried by the foreign party to subject itself.

Historical Background for the Teachers:
Governor of Virginia wanted the French to leave the Ohio River Valley.  The French refused.  In order to vanquish them the situation would have to come to blows.  1740 the British entered the Ohio River Valley to trade beaver furs.  The Iroquois who resided in that area remained neutral to both peoples, trading with both.   The French were worried that the Iroquois would join forces with the British so they built a wall of forts.

George Washington was sent to fight the French; within nine hours he had to surrender.  During this same time seven colonies got together to try to convince the Iroquois to join the colonies and the British to fight the French, but they refused.  Then Ben Franklin tried to get the seven colonies to join together to fight the French, but the seven colonies refused.  General Braddock was then sent in to fight the French, but lost.  At this point the Iroquois became the allies to the French.  However, in 1759 the British took Quebec, which was the capital of New France and the French succumbed within the year.
Once the French were defeated the Native Americans were fighting the British on their own.  Pontiac was the chief of Ottawa.  He united other Native American nations to fight the British.  They took 8 British forts in 1763.  The British then issued a proclamation which stated that no colonists could move west of the Appalachian Mountains.  However, there was no one to enforce it, so the settlers moved there anyway.

In 1763 the Treaty of Paris was signed which changed the boundaries in North America.  France lost most of its claims and Britain gained them.  However, the England was in serious debt due to the cost of this war.
Anticipatory Set:
The students will be asked to think about what they know about the colonists, the British, the French, and Native Americans.  They are going to get into pairs and to discuss with each other what they know about these groups of peoples.
Do Now Activity: 
Students are going to be given a journal topic.  They are to write for 10 minutes on the topic.  They are going to be asked to write what they would do, if they saw a stranger with a pencil that they wanted, but didn’t want to steal it right away, they wanted to gain the stranger’s confidence first see if they could trick the stranger into giving him/her the pencil.
Procedures:
1. The students are going to continue where they left off in their journaling
2. They are now going to role play

3. They are going to be placed in groups of 2 and they are to act out the journal writing prompt

4. I am going to observe each group and write anecdotals as to what I observe

5. I am then going to ask the class to stop and ask each group to role play for the entire class
6. Once each group has had a chance to role play, we are going to discuss the techniques that were used by the person who was looking to coerce

7. We are going to determine if anyone was successful and reasons why and why not

Homework:
They are to read the selection in the text on the French and Indian War.  They are to list the tactics of the French and British in their relationship with the Native Americans.  They are then going to compare and contrast their own actions when trying to procure the pencil.
Assessment:
The students are going to get a Venn diagram and they are going to list their tactics, those of the French, and the British.  If they have understood the nuances, they should be able to accurately see the tactics attempted by both sides, and the outcomes based on the Iroquois’s response
