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“George and Abe”
Grade Level: 2nd grade
United States History
Time Required: Four 45 minute class periods.

Lesson Summary:

In this lesson, students will access Internet websites, explore, and navigate, while learning about George Washington and Abraham Lincoln.  The students will then complete a Venn diagram comparing the two presidents after learning about them.
Objectives:
Students will be able to:

-Identify who Abraham Lincoln and George Washington were, and their importance to U.S. history.

-Incorporate biographical data such as time period, are of the country they were from, and important issues they dealt with during their presidencies into Venn diagrams

-With confidence, present for their peers the differences and similarities when comparing the two presidents.

-Use the internet to research the presidents. 

-Complete a Venn diagram of the presidents.

Accommodations for Special Needs 
Special Education Students with an Individualized Education Plan (IEP): 
Special Education students with an IEP should be given small group instructional work with the teacher, teacher’s assistant or parent volunteer in reading and navigating the website for the gathering of information to be used in comparing the two presidents. Depending upon the student’s level of reading comprehension and ability with writing, the student with an IEP should be given additional help with creating the Venn diagram and a modified amount of information to be found and reported on his or her Venn diagram. 

Procedure:

Days 1 and 2: 

The children will be given web addresses to assist in there research (see resources).   They will post on the board or index cards facts that they find interesting or useful.  Children not on the comouters will read through relevant books in the classroom library.

 Days 3 and 4: 

On days 3 and 4, the students will be given time to reacquaint themselves with the websites and information to be used in comparing the two presidents.  The children will be given their Venn diagram to begin making comparisons of the two presidents. 

· The children should be instructed to look for differences in the way(s) the two men lived, how they dressed, how they looked, their lives as adults, their accomplishments as soldiers, presidents and their impact on people. (This discussion can be conducted whole group, as the teacher navigates the website on the computer projection machine.) 

· The children should then be able to browse and navigate the websites looking for the same information and or additional information about these men. 

· The children should be given 15-25 minutes to complete their Venn diagram of the presidents. 

· The children should be given 5 minutes to share and compare their Venn diagrams with a partner(s) sitting next to or close to them. 

· The children should be given time to correct, clean up or edit their work. 

· The children should in their own way, decorate their Venn Diagram depicting the presidents (pictorially). 

· The children should give their Venn diagrams to the teacher to be posted within the classroom in honor of these presidents. 

Assessment:
The assessment to be used will be in the form of a completed Venn diagram by each child comparing the two presidents in writing and pictorially.  Each child will be responsible for making 4-5 comparisons between the two presidents and each child will be responsible for finding 2-3 similarities between the two presidents.  For closure on this lesson, the teacher should make connections between the two leaders, for the class to benefit from, based on the completed Venn diagrams.
Extension:
Have children create a diorama depicting either the similarities of differences of the two presidents.
