Lesson Summary:
Students will learn about the French and Indian War and the events that followed. Students will read and listen to stories as well as watch videos concerning the French and Indian War. 
Objectives: Students will be able to:
· Identify the years in which the French and Indian War took place

· Identify causes and consequences of the French and Indian War
· Identify important people involved in the French and Indian War 

· Identify events that followed the French and Indian War

Historical Background for the Teachers:
The French and Indian War was a seven-year war between England and the American colonies, against the French and some of the Indians in North America. The French controlled the Mississippi River and claimed the Ohio River Valley as well. They began building forts in the area. The British started to build their own forts. 

The French expanded into areas that the British had claimed. In 1754, Major George Washington was sent by Virginia's governor to evict the French from Fort Duquesne. Washington came upon a French scouting party and ordered his men to open fire. Washington's men killed 12 Frenchmen and wounded 22. The war was on.   

The War officially came to an end on February 10, 1763, with the signing of the Treaty of Paris. France officially ceded all of its holdings in North America, west of the Mississippi. The Indians that had been threatening the American colonists were defeated. This war had become a world war. The most long lasting effect of the war was not negotiated between the parties; rather, it was the effect the war had on the American colonies. The cost of the war and of controlling the newly acquired territories was high. The British looked to the colonies to help pay those costs. That began the long spiral of events that led to the Revolution.
The French and Indian War was a turning point for the American colonies. The events of the French and Indian War played an important role in the American colonies wanting independence from Britain.    

Do Now Activity:

Students complete an Anticipation Guide. Students are informed that they should use prior knowledge as well as their prediction skills to mark each of the statements as either true or false. Students turn and talk with a partner to compare their answers. Then, as a whole class, discuss each statement on the Anticipation Guide. Collect the sheets and keep them until the end of the lesson.
Procedures:
Day 1: After completing the Do Now Activity, the teacher will explain that between 1750 and 1775 a chain of events took place that led to the colonies rebelling against Britain and fighting a war for Independence. Teacher will explain that students will explore these events in this unit.
Teacher will guide students to the idea that France, Britain, and Spain were involved in a conflict that led to major changes in North America. Teacher will explain that this war was known as the French and Indian War in North America and as the Seven Years War in Europe. Teacher will also explain that war is one way that nations interact. 
Day 2: Break class up into small groups and have them share their thoughts on the cartoon by Benjamin Franklin.  Solicit two responses from each group and record them on chartpaper.  Inform the class that they will soon see who is correct. Explain that they will see selected clips from Discovery Education “Field Trips to Yesterday: The Road to Revolution: Historical Boston”.  
Give each student a copy of the “Important People on the Road to Revolution” graphic organizer. Explain that they will be adding people to the chart in each lesson of this unit. When they complete four people they will begin a new organizer.  Have them add George Washington and Benjamin Franklin to the organizer and write a brief explanation of what they learned about each person in this lesson. Explain that they will add further information about each of these two people in subsequent lessons.
A Segment of: Field Trips to Yesterday: The Road to Revolution: Historical Boston 

Teacher will explain that around 1750 the French began to make moves to strengthen their claim to the Ohio River Valley. They sent soldiers into the region to drive out British traders and also began to build a line of forts in the eastern end of the valley. Teacher will ask students how they think the British reacted to these actions. Teacher will discuss student responses and guide students to the idea that the British considered these actions “acts of war.” 
Teacher will than explain The Albany Plan of Union and the cartoon. Teacher will explain that Ben Franklin got the idea for the cartoon from an old folk tale about snakes that said a snake cut into pieces would come back to life if it were put together before sunset. Franklin felt the colonies had to come together in order to survive. Explain that the colonies were not ready to come together in 1754 so Franklin’s plan was never put into action.

Teacher will also explain the Treaty of Paris, Pontiac’s Rebellion and the Proclamation of 1763.

Day 3: Open class by reviewing the previous day’s lesson followed by showing selected clips from Discovery Education “Field Trips to Yesterday: The Road to Revolution: Historical Boston”.  Teacher will explain that Britain spent a lot of money to defeat the French and therefore imposed certain taxes on the colonist. Teacher will explain The Sugar Act of 1764, The Stamp Act of 1765, and the Townshend Act of 1767.Teacher will ask students how they thought the colonists felt about the taxes. Teacher will discuss responses. Teacher will talk about the role of the Sons and Daughters of Liberty and how merchants reacted to the taxes. Teacher will read excerpts from The Eve of Revolution: The Colonial Adventures of Benjamin Wilcox by Barbara Burt.
Day 4: Begin class by reviewing the previous day’s lesson followed by showing selected clips from Discovery Education “Field Trips to Yesterday: The Road to Revolution: Historical Boston”. Teacher will explain the Boston Massacre, the Committees of Correspondence, the Boston Tea Party, the “Intolerable Acts” and the actions of the First Continental Congress.  Students will do a small reenactment of both the Boston Massacre and the Boston Tea Party. Teacher will read excerpts from The Eve of Revolution: The Colonial Adventures of Benjamin Wilcox by Barbara Burt. 
Day 5: Begin class by reviewing the previous day’s lesson followed by showing selected clips from Discovery Education “Field Trips to Yesterday: The Road to Revolution: Historical Boston”. Teacher will explain the role of militias, minutemen, Patriots Paul Revere and William Dawes. Teacher will explain the first battles in Lexington, Concord and Bunker Hill as well as the role of George Washington, the Continental Army and The Olive Branch Petition. 
Day 6: Students will play “Who am I” as a review of the previous day’s activity.  Students will also participate in an e-word game to review the vocabulary words in the unit. Pass out the “Anticipation Guides” again from Day 1. Have students complete the “after the lesson” section by using the knowledge they have acquired from this lesson. Discuss the statements on the guide and have students support their answers with evidence.

Day 7: Students gather to view the PBS video “The War that Made America”.

Homework:
Day 1: Students will write about the cartoon by Ben Franklin. Students will explain what they think the cartoon meant and what they think the letters on the snake represent. Teacher will explain that they will learn about the actual details in the next lesson.
Day 2-6: Students will continually review notes taken as a review of the lessons.
Assessment:
Students will complete “The French and Indian War” graphic organizer. They must address, what happened, who was involved, and when, how and why it happened.  Students are also informally assessed throughout the unit.  
Extension:
French and Indian War Quiz Game: Each group of students creates 5-6 questions and answers, on index cards, having to do with the French and Indian War.  Each student gets an opportunity to quiz his/her classmates using a question from his/her group (other members of the group cannot answer any questions). After each student has asked a question, cards are collected and some of the questions are used in the final formal assessment.

Overhead #1

· In June and July of 1754 leaders from seven colonies met with Iroquois leaders in Albany, New York.

· The Iroquois reluctantly agreed to be allies of the British and fight the French. 

· However, Ben Franklin, who represented Pennsylvania, explained that he felt it would take more than Native American allies to defeat the French. He believed it was necessary for the colonies to be united.

· Franklin presented a plan for unity which he called the Albany Plan of Union. His plan united all of the colonies under one government. 

· To get support for his plan, he published the cartoon shown below.
