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Describe your Heroes Project:

This year, in addition to our Hero’s Luncheon, we had a concert provided by Mr. Jonathan Sprout.  He performed his American Heroes One Concert.  The entire school came to the concert as part of our American heroes day.  The concert consisted of songs and visuals about 5 American heroes:  Martin Luther King Jr., Sacajawea, George Washington, Amelia Earhart, and Abraham Lincoln.
