Describe your Heroes Project:
     While studying the Civil War my seventh grade students discussed several key individuals that played a part in the events of the time period, or served in the military. Describe the results:
   All students of my 7th grade class (which is inclusion) were given the above task to complete.  Out of 9 students only 5 students completed the project.  Students were able to draw and write brief descriptions of the contributions of various individuals.  The individuals chosen were: Abraham Lincoln, Mary Surratt, Frederick Douglas, Harriet Tubman and General Robert E. Lee.  Students were able to give background information, and posted pictures to their poster board.
