Describe your Heroes Project:

This year I introduced my hero project by using the skill learned during the colloquiums, a digital story.  After students viewed my digital story which included questions and slides of super heroes, famous Americans and family, students paired up to create a digital story of their heroes.  We used two books to help understand what most people’s definition of a hero is – 50 American Heroes and Famous Heroes.  My classes viewed various movie scenes to see how music influences mood.  This was to help the partners pick songs that they felt symbolized their hero.  Students also wrote a narrative they explained why they picked the hero they did.  The students presented their projects to one another in class.
Describe the results:
Students enjoyed the assignment.  The use of technology helped with the push for increasing 21st century skills however it was not without challenges.  I had to call the IT department to install Photo Story 3 and that took a while.  It was also a little difficult for students to figure out songs that were appropriate to use in their digital stories.   Students also enjoyed working together.  Because 5th grade is departmentalized, this project took six weeks to complete.
