Describe your Heroes Project: 

I teach world history and so to incorporate the Heroes project into the curriculum I let the students choose women heroes during the month of March.  They could pick any one in the world, past or present.

For this project I used idea 56.  Fill a fanny pack full of objects your hero might have carried.  Instead of using a fanny pack I gave each student a brown paper lunch bag.  They then had to research their heroine, fill their bags with 5 items that give clues as to who they were.  Lastly the students had to write a 50-100-word summary on why they picked the following items to represent their hero.  

Describe the results:

I assigned each student a number, to record on his or her bags.  The class spent one day rotating around the classroom looking through each bag and writing down who they thought each heroin was.  Then the following day each student had to reveal their heroin and read their summary.  Classmates kept a tally of the heroes they guessed correctly.  As an incentive, the students were given homework passes if they got 5 or more heroes correct.
