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Describe your Heroes Project:
Begin the lesson by defining what a hero is and reading the story,The Barefoot book of Heroic Children, by, Rebecca Hazell (Barefoot Books,2000), and or The Children’s Book of Heroes, by William Bennett (Simon & Schuster, 1997).  Next discuss the fact that a person might have their own living hero as well as an historical hero.

Then lead students in naming some living heroes such as President Obama, another public figure; or even seasonal historical figures like Johnny Appleseed, or the Mayflower pilgrims who set sail in September of 1620.  Continue to engage students by having them think of other living and historical heroes that they might know.  

Next, students will create portraits of their favorite heroes using crayons, markers, or colored pencils.  Back the portraits with construction paper frames . Students will come up with a title and include the name of their hero.  

Finally, display the portraits under a “Hero Hallway of Fame” banner for all grade levels to view and enjoy.
